 About GrantSmart





These grants are intended to encourage district staff members to develop creative educational projects �that will stimulate learning by students.  A grant proposal shall not exceed $1,000.  �Grants are to supplement, not replace regular school funds.





Who May Apply





All Ventura Unified School District teachers and other staff may apply.





APPLICATION DEADLINE and SUBMISSION


 


Grants are funded twice each school year.  Spring applications are due March 1st, and are funded June 30th.  Fall applications are due October 1st, and are funded in mid-January.  


(If a deadline falls on a weekend or holiday, the deadline is moved to the next following working day.)


 


Your complete application must be addressed to “VEP GrantSmart” and must be received in the VEP mailbox at the ESC by 5 pm on the deadline date.  Applications may be sent through intra-district mail or regular mail (255 W. Stanley, Ventura, 93001), addressed to VEP GrantSmart.

 ONE copy of Application Cover Sheet, including signature of Principal or Supervisor.  (Cover Sheet is removed for scoring.)   NEW: Only 2 submissions accepted per applicant.�


 ONE copy of the proposal body if not applying for Arts or Health/Wellness funding.  If applying for Arts or Health/Wellness funding, one extra copy (2 total) is required.�	Type-written, double-spaced, one-sided. · Clear, concise goal statement


· Desired educational outcome





PROJECT DESCRIPTION


· Clear, concise description of methods and activities


· When do you plan to start and finish?


· Who will be involved (staff, students, guest instructors, others), using titles and not names, except DO include identity and qualifications of guest instructors and professionals


· Explanation of how those involved will work together





RANGE OF BENEFITS


· Description of how students will benefit, including state standards addressed and/or personal assets developed


· Carryover of benefits into the future


· Number of students and grade level of students impacted


 


BUDGET


· Itemization of all expenditures for entire project, regardless of anticipated funding source


· Calculation and extension of each line item �(i.e. cost per item x number of items = total cost)


· Portion covered or intended to be covered by other funds or in-kind gifts.  (These grants are not intended to cover routine classroom supplies, but if the project �requires supplies for a unique reason, please explain)


· At bottom, the portion requested from GrantSmart rounded to the nearest $10

FUNDS MUST BE SPENT WITHIN ONE YEAR.  Spring grants will be funded June 30th and must be spent by June 30th of the following year.  Fall grants will be funded in early January and must be spent by December 31st of the same year.  Failure to spend funds by the deadline will result in loss of any remaining funds.
